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Oleg Manaev has been told at the Partizansky Police Department that he could be detained without providing explanation. 

By the means of the arrest (in the police terminology - detention) of Professor Manaev authorities have demonstrated to the people of Belarus and to the international community their panic on the eve of the election, scheduled for October 8 of this year. 

Oleg Manaev was grabbed at the city center, some hundred meters away from the venue of the press conference, where the results of the planned quarterly survey conducted by the Institute IISEPS were supposed to be announced. Sergeant of the OMON (a police structure for combating gang violence, the Mafia, and terrorism) demanded to check the contents of a suitcase, "suspecting" the professor of transporting drugs and weapons. Criminal investigators of the Central and Partizansky departments, who showed at the scene of the arrest, also conducted a search under the same pretense. 
Nothing criminal was found in the suit-case of law-abiding citizen Manaev. However, he was taken first to the police station at the metro station "Victory Square" and then to the Partizansky police department.

However, there was a "bomb" in that suitcase. The “bomb” was a pieces of paper, containing the results of the latest public opinion poll. The “bomb” was the ratings of the political significance of the Belarusian "king", the ratings that are not even visible with a microscope. It is specifically that "king" (as opposed to the machinations of the imperialists and Russia) that the Belarusian people are baling for total impoverishment.

The police have not been able to come up with reasons to confiscate the "bomb." Probably one smart person was found at the Ministry of Interior, who thought with his head, and realized that the confiscated documents could be restored within a few minutes. And cancelled press conference will be held in the upcoming days.

Unfortunately - after the meeting of the National Assembly. However, this is unlikely to change the mood of the masses. Especially if the authorities pull troops into the city, armored vehicles, and conduct mass arrests of citizens who gather in one place in the amount of more than three persons.

There are not enough prisons to hold everybody. They will have to keep all the arrested citizen in stadiums, like it happened in Chile. 


One more fact reveals the low and vile nature of the Belarusian police. Having learned of the arrest (detention) of Manaev, I arrived at the Partizansky police station to clarify the fate of the professor. The officer on duty, with the rank of a Major, looked at me with “innocently child” eyes and told me that Oleg Manaev was not, and is not at the police department. And so he answered to all the phone call inquiring about the professor.

But Manaev was held in that police department. The chief policemen (the police chief officer for "public" security) of the Partizansky police department Lieutenant Colonel Gladun (I wrote the name as I heard it) was dealing with his case. 

It’s impossible that the Major on duty was not aware of that. Manaev was brought to the police department not by some underground tunnel, but past the windows of the officer on duty. It is a responsibility of the officer on duty to put in the log information about all the people who were forcibly brought to the police establishment. If he did not, then he committed misconduct. Otherwise, someone like that can be called "scum."

Investigators and the head officer further broke the law when they banned Oleg Manaev from using his personal mobile phone. Colonel Gladun assigned the professor a personal guard in the rank of a Major. The purpose of it was to make sure the "arrested" would not use telephone. Thus, officials of the Partizansky Police department, trampling the Constitution, prevented Manaev from contacting a lawyer and getting legal representation.

Five minutes before the end of the three-hour limit of detention, Professor was put out of the door, without explaining the reason for his detention and without apologizing. Moreover, Manaev was told that the police has the right to detain anyone without explanation.

The only question is – in what law have they read that?
